I'll add new
codenames -- arranged in alphabetical order by codename -- of forthcoming Microsoft products
and technologies. I also will note timing changes (date slips, the release of a new test build, the
disappearance of a planned deliverable) for entries that are already part of the Tracker. Once
Microsoft releases the final version of a product or technology I've been tracking, I will remove it

from the Tracker. In that way, the CodeTracker will remain focused on futures.

(An aside about the Tracker: A question mark in place of an entry means I have insufficient

information to hazard even an educated guess about a particular category.)

This Month's Theme: Mobile Madness

If January was the lull month for new codenames, February has been anything but.

As predicted last month, Microsoft’s unveiling of some of the pieces of its new mobile platform
resulted in a slew of new (and updated) mobile codenames. Check out this month’s brand-new

entries, including Dorado, Lion, Metro, Pride and Zune HD2, for starters.

There was some new codename action on the server side of the house, as well. New info on Vail
(the next Windows Home Server) resulted in new info on a couple of other server-related
products in the wings (codenamed Aurora and Colorado). There’s a new SQL Server codename
in the house (Denali — which also happened to be the codename for Active Server Pages 1.0, for
you history buffs). On the cloud front, it sounds like there’s a light-weight version of Microsoft’s
Business Productivity Online Suite, known internally as BPOS Lite, in the hopper. And

Microsoft’s promised Xdrive is now a reality (at least in beta form) for Windows Azure users.



In terms of updates, Microsoft also delivered new builds of a number of products already in the

tracker, including Hawaii, Office 14, Quebec and Zinger (which correspond to Visual Studio,

Office 2010, Windows Embedded 7 and Data Protection Manager 2010).

The whole Tracker is worth a check, given the sheer number of new entries and updates in the

past 30 days. So without further ado, it's on to this month's set of updates to the CodeTracker.
